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ORDINANCE NO. 11484
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. 6958, AS AMENDED, KNOWN AS THE ZONING ORDINANCE, BY AMENDING ARTICLE II, DEFINITIONS, TO INCORPORATE NEW LANGUAGE RELATIVE TO THE LOT SIZE FOR FLAG LOTS.

WHEREAS, Pursuant to T.C.A. §13-7-203(B), the Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission has reviewed the current standards in the Chattanooga Zoning Ordinance related to the development of flag lots; and



WHEREAS, The practice of subdividing land into flag lots has in some cases resulted in the use of flag lots to avoid construction of public streets; and



WHEREAS, Often the resulting development is poorly configured and served by a common driveway that is not built to withstand use by multiple homeowners; and



WHEREAS, Development on flag lots is appropriate in certain circumstances and a total ban on this type of development is not an appropriate solution;



WHEREAS, The Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission has adopted a resolution on October 13, 2003, recommending the adoption of a new definition of flag lots in the Chattanooga Zoning Ordinance to the Chattanooga City Council; 

NOW, THEREFORE,


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE;



SECTION 1.
BE IT ORDAINED, That Ordinance No. 6958, as amended, known as the Zoning Ordinance, within Article II, Definitions, “Lot, Flag”, be amended as follows:

Article II, Definitions be and is hereby amended by deleting the subsection “Lot, Flag” in its entirety and substitute in lieu thereof the following:
Lot, Flag:  An interior lot located generally to the rear of another lot, but with a narrow portion of the lot extending to the public street. The narrow portion of the lot that extends to the street shall be suitable for ingress and egress, and shall not be included in the calculation of the minimum lot area. The minimum lot area of a flag lot exclusive of the narrow portion of the lot used for ingress and egress shall be one (1) acre in size. No part of the narrow portion of the lot shall be less than twenty-five (25) feet in width, except in cases where an existing structure(s) and its required side yard cannot be accommodated, then the width shall not be less than fifteen (15) feet in width. The narrow (flag pole) portion of the lot shall not be considered in determining required yard setbacks. The front yard requirements (setbacks) shall apply to all yards of a flag lot. 



SECTION 2.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall take effect two (2) weeks from and after its passage, as provided by law.
